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Report on National Deworming Day

Date: 16.03.2023

National Deworming day was observed at Vishnu Institute of Technology (A) Bhimavaram on
14.03.2023Tuesday. Dr.D.Suryanarayana, Director & Principal addressed the student that worms
in children interfere with nutrient uptake, and can contribute to anemia, malnourishment, and
impaired mental and physical development. To combat this issue, in 2015 the Government of
India launched the fixed-day anganwadi and school-based National Deworming Day to deworm
all children aged 1-19 years. Students should be aware of the health problems caused by
roundworms and give proper awareness to the neighbors especially that these roundworms cause
many types of diseases in small children and affect the digestive system and blood circulation
system. Later, Albendazole tablets (200) sent by Andhra Pradesh government were distributed to

the students. Prof.K.Srinivas, Vice Principal, Dr.D.J.Nagendra Kumar, Dean Evaluations, all the

HODs, and NSS Program officer participated in this work.
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
